syllabus as per Maritime Education Training and 
Assessment (META) Manual Volume II, appendix M-

OBJECTIVE 

Successful completion of this course should enable 

candidates to serve on an oil tanker in a capacity other 

than Master, Chief Engineer, Chief Mate or Second 

Engineer, and to perform specific duties & 

responsibilities related to those duties in connection 

with cargo and cargo equipment, provided that they 

are not immediately responsible for the loading, 

discharging care in transit or handling of cargo.
